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PASTOR’S MESSAGE 

Dear Friends, 

 I  like stories. Most people do. I know that God 

likes stories. I know that Jesus likes stories because he told 

a lot of them. The best way to convey a thought, an idea or 

a message is to tie it to something people understand in a 

way that they can understand. Stories do that. Abstract 

ideas, theological jargon, and lofty words don't cut it when 

there's something important to impart. Jesus knew it, used 

it and people got it. So, here's a story: 

 One evening an old Cherokee told his grandson 

about a battle that goes on inside people. He said, ñMy 

son, the battle is between two 'wolves' inside us all. One is 

Evil. It is anger, envy, jealousy, regret, greed, arrogance, 

self-pity, guilt, resentment, inferiority, lies, false pride, 

superiority, and ego. The other is Good. It is joy, peace, 

love, hope, serenity, humility, kindness, benevolence, 

empathy, generosity, truth, compassion and faith.ò 

 The grandson thought about it for a minute and 

then asked his grandfather, ñWhich wolf wins?ò 

 The old Cherokee simply replied, ñThe one you 

feed.ò 

 In the gospels, Luke in particular, Jesus tells a lot 

of stories about people who feed the wrong wolf: The Rich 

Fool (12:13-21, the Shrewd Manager(16:1-15), The rich 

Man and Lazarus (16:19-31), the Prodigal Son (15:11-31). 

He also told quite a few about the people who fed the other 

wolf: a sinful woman (7:36-50), a Good Samaritan(10:25-

37), a leper healed (17:11-19), a Faithful Centurion (7:1-

10).  

 These are great stories, but they are not just 

stories. These are vignettes of life and faith. They are not 

just stories in the Bible, they are our stories and at one 

time or another we have fed one or another of the 

wolves...or both. 

 But there comes the time in the life of faith to 

starve one and feed the other---exclusively. And what we 

find out it is that we can never overfeed the Good.  

 This summer, let us from the heart, serve up some 

gourmet meals for the Good that lives within, for the Spirit 

of Jesus that dwells in us all. For when we feed the Good 

within, we feed the world around us with goodness.

Congregation Council Meeting 

 
 

Second Pastor Call Committee is underway.  Eric Timm, Will Miles, Susan Ginns, Margie Bell, Natalie 

Howarth are committee members.  Larry Lippert serves as committee chair.  The committee is currently 

creating the job description.  Synod wants to start the Call Committee training session in late August.  St. 

Markôs would like to have someone on board by January 2010. 

 

The Road Map Retreat Action Committees have been meeting and moving forward.  ñThe St. Markôs Serves 

the Communityò committee has brought a proposal forward to affiliate St. Markôs with our future neighbor, 

the Ronald McDonald House.  We would initially serve as a meeting place for their training programs, help 

them by providing volunteers, etc. The Council unanimously supported this proposal and looks forward to 

our relationship with RMH. 

 

Servant Sundays continues to be a success.  The ñcookoutò lunch served at ñThe Wallò on July 12 served 140 

guests in a little over one and a half hours.  We had almost 40 congregants preparing the meal during the 

Sunday School hour and about 15 or 20 volunteers at ñThe Wall.ò  Thank you to Eric Timm for his leadership 

and all the volunteers who helped. 

 

Income is running slightly behind our anticipated income through June 2009 

 

We thank everyone who participated in our on-line survey about Christian Education that was initiated by the 

Road Map Christian Education Group.  We will share the results of that survey.  On August 12, there will be 

a meeting for all those interested in Sunday School, the programs, possible teaching options and resources, 

etc.  Members are invited and encouraged to participate.  Our intent is to create a vigorous and enlivened 

Sunday School Program this year. 

 

Property Committee reported that the lighting project is almost complete. There is a new key policy that will 

be instituted shortly.

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TAIZE’ WORSHIP & PRAYER 

     Taizeõ is a tiny village hidden away in the hills of Burgandy, in the eastern 

part of  France.  Since 1940 it has been an ecumenical community of 

brothers who prayer, three times a day is at the center of their life.  Today, 

Taizeõ is a place to which visitors of all ages and backgrounds come on 

pilgrimage, to join in prayer and reflection.  Brother Roger first came to the 

village of Taizeõ in 1940, at the ages of 25.  He dreamed of starting a 

community òon account of Christ and the Gospel, ò and he chose to do so in an 

area, in those years, strongly marked by human distress.  It was wartime and 

his house became a place of welcome for refugees, especially Jews fleeing 

the Nazis.  

     At first the community was made up of brothers from different Protestant denominations.  

Today it includes many Catholics as well.  By nature, it is an ecumenical community.  It is also 

international.  Itõs eighty or so brothers come from twenty different countries. 

     Taizeõ worship includes candlelight, prayers, readings, silence, and soft music with repetitive 

words led by flute, keyboard or guitar.  The service is very meditative and offers the wonderful 

opportunity to be silent in a noisy world and center on Jesus.  

     We will offer Taizeõ worship on Thursdays beginning in August (August 6th) and continuing 

every Thursday, thereafter.  We will meet in the Fellowship Hall at 7pm.  Our worship will 

include all of the elements of Taizeõ worship with the addition of Holy communion.  The service 

should last about 45 minutes.  Soft music and silence are key elements of this time together, as 

well as the celebration of holy communion.  Come as you are ñand listen.  God will be speaking to 

our hearts.

 Be imitators of God, therefore, as dearly loved children and live a life of love, just as Christ loved us and 

gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God. 

        Ephesians 5:1-2 

 

Many of you may be familiar with the small devotional book, The Imitation of Christ, by Thomas a Kempis.  

Though he lived between 1380 and 1471, this small work still speaks to those who want to explore ways to follow 

in Christôs steps.  I wonder if the author of these thoughts might have been inspired by the writing of St. Paulôs 

printed above. 

 

More recently your Stephen Ministers have worked their way through a relatively small book about how to 

minister to those experiencing pain: be it physical or emotional or spiritual.

They supervise attendance, clothing needs, school supplies, 
breakfasts and lunches, and any medical, dental or vision needs.  Sadly, because of limited 
funds, this program assists only several hundred homeless children out of approximately 
3000 identified homeless children enrolled in Charlotte Mecklenburg schools.  (up from a little 
over 2000 last year).  They desperately need any help we can offer.  From August 2nd 
through August 23rd we will be collecting NEW school supplies to be delivered to A CHILD'S

    Navajo Lutheran Mission School

be donated to the Navajo Lutheran Mission School: This unique 
school offers children who live in the remote canyon country of 
Rock Point, Arizona, a Christ-centered education while respect-

ing Navajo culture and tradition. The school works in partnership with the Navajo people to form a com-
munity that is rooted in the Gospel of Jesus Christ, and seeks to meet the educational, health, social, 
and spiritual needs of the Navajo people. 
 
In the last couple of years, the school has had to turn children away during registration because they 
were filled to capacity and simply did not have the resources to take in many more children. The contri-
butions VBS kids make will help the school expand so even more kids can benefit. 

June 15-19, 2009 
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ADULT CATECHUMENATE 

How can adults who do not know the good news of God's love in Jesus 

be invited, welcomed and encouraged to come and know that good news 

in way that can transform their lives? How can adults seeking baptism 

find a way that gently draws them into the mysteries of the faith so that 

they can confidently walk with Christ? How can adults already, in the 

faith who have never had the benefit of a Confirmation experience, have 

the opportunity to experience the Rite of Confirmation? 

  

The Adult Catechumenate is the way to encourage adults in baptism, in 

learning, in faith. The catechumenate (ñsounding in the earò) is, at its 

root, a word-centered concept which uses the human relationships of 

speaking and hearing, telling and listening, conversation and reflection, 

as a model for teaching. This teaching is closely related to baptism and 

confirmation, but is also a call to transformation by the Holy Spirit. 

  

The catechumenate part of the historic pattern among Christian churches 

of teaching and baptizing which is being reclaimed for our time. It is a term for a process of spiritual 

growth that extends from one's inquiry into the faith to a committed life of Christian discipleship. The 

process is: 

 

Inquiry: an open-ended period during which unbaptized or non-confirmed adults begin the process 

of deeper seeking; 

Catechumenate: an open-ended period which catechumens explore more deeply the churchôs story 

of faith; 

Preparation for Baptism or Confirmation: a period of intense preparation prior to the celebration 

of Holy Baptism or Adult Confirmation; and 

Baptismal Living & Discipleship: a life-long period during which the newly baptized or 

confirmed grow more deeply into the practice of faith and the Christian life. 

  

 Public prayers and blessings mark the transition points between each of these points. Central to 

each of these different times are human relationships with baptized and confirmed Christians who serve 

as companions (sponsors) and teachers (catechists). It is in the context of this process and through the 

relationships with these various people that the word of God unfolds and enfolds the participants in 

God's love. 

  

 The catechumenal process relies on four basic disciplines of the Christian faith throughout its 

various times and celebrations: corporate worship, the study of Scripture (especially the Sunday 

readings for worship), personal prayer, and ministry in daily life. These are the disciplines of the 

Christian life. The catechumenate is a model for organizing a congregation's life and ministry around 

the great commission to baptize and teach. 

  

 If you are interested in the catechumenate as a participant desiring baptism or adult 

confirmation, or if you would like to serve as a sponsor or catechist, please speak to Pastor Peter. It 

only takes one inquirer to begin the program.

INTERESTING ARCHIVE ARTICLE ABOUT ST. MARKõS 
 

As I stated in previous ReMarkôs, I have had a great time looking through our archives and finding 
great articles and facts about St. Markôs. We were in the Charlotte Observer ï a lot ï years ago - 
before there were so many other churches in town and before there was so much other news to read 
about ï most of which is not good. It keeps amazing me how much St. Markôs has done and keeps 
doing for those in our community. Below is an excerpt from an article that was in the Charlotte 
Observer on Friday, December 16th, 1960. The headlines read ñChurch Gets Rare Old Organò and 
was written by Jack Claiborne, a great Observer Staff Writer whom many of us may remember that 
have been lucky enough to have a history here in Charlotte. Hope you enjoy reading ï  
 
ñThis is a rare tale of proselytizing ï or how a fine old Lutheran organ is becoming a Presbyterian. It 
involves an alert organist, a generous hotel owner, an organ builder in Buffalo, and of course, a couple 
of churches ï St. Markôs Lutheran and Covenant Presbyterian.  
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But letôs not forget the organ, which has been described as ñan artistic gem.ò  Itôs a 70-year old 
machine known among organists as a ñtracker,ò which means it works mechanically rather than 
electrically. Trackers are ñclassicò organs, the kind Bach and Handel played on in the 17th and 18th 
centuries. This particular tracker was built and installed in 1890 in the old North Tryon Street 
sanctuary of St. Markôs Lutheran. Its builder was the late William A. Johnson of Westfield, Mass., one 
of the nationôs most distinguished organ makers, who specialized in small, finely voiced, well-balanced 
instruments.  
 
Now, then, over at Covenant Presbyterian, Dr. Richard Peek, organist and choir master, knew all this. 
He had played the St. Markôs organ and was impressed with its fine voice. He also knew that 
Covenant, in spite of the huge Aeolian-Skinner organ in its sanctuary, was looking for a smaller 
instrument for the adjacent Morrison Chapel, a pretty good sized church in its own right. Thatôs why 
two years ago, when Peek heard that St. Markôs had sold its building to Hotel Barringer, he rushed 
downtown to see if the organ had been included in the deal. Sure enough, it had been.  
 
So, Dr. Peek recalls, ñI went to see Rex Knorr, who was manger of the hotel then, and asked about 
the organ. ñHe said, ñOh, you donôt want that thing ï itôs an antique.ò ñI told him, ñYes, it needs some 
refurbishing, but is a fine old instrument and just what we need for Morrison Chapel.ò In that case, 
Knorr said, ñI think Mr. Barringer ought to give it to you. And Mr. Barringer (Lawrence R., owner of the 
hotel) did.ò  
 
Peek immediately called Buffalo, N. Y. for Herman Schlicker, a German-born organ builder with a 
fondness for tracker organs. Schlicker came down, played the instrument, admired it, and said, ñYes, I 
can make it as good as new.ò 
 
The total cost of the organ to Covenant will be about $20,000. A new organ of the same size and 
make, Dr. Peek said, would cost $40,000 or more.  
 
ñBut its value is artistic, rather than material, ñDr. Peek added. ñTo us, it will be like a gem in a tiara.ò 
 

ASHLEY SEHORN TERM PAPER  
      
Another gem of St. Markôs is Ashley Sehorn, daughter of Tom and Kay Sehorn. Ashley wrote a college 
term paper on ñThe Art of St. Markôs Lutheran Churchò. 
And what a beautiful tribute it is to the vision that was done by Pastor Brokhoff and the members of St. 
Markôs when our current sanctuary and church were built. I donôt know what grade she got but I am 
sure it was an A+!! Thanks Ashley for the praise of respect for the church and our risen Lord. You can 
see Ashleyôs paper on display in the Parlor.
