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PASTORôS MESSAGE PASTORôS MESSAGE 

Dear Friends, 

 Don't ask me why---seriously, don't ask með

-but last night I was thinking about dancing. Yes, 

dancing. Now that's a little strange for me because I 

don't dance much. It's true that I have a good sense 

of rhythm, can be graceful on my feet, and have 

several moves that would astound the judges on ñSo 

You Think You Can Danceò (stop laughing), but I 

rarely dance. I guess that I think I'm a little too 

conspicuous for much of that. 

 So why was I thinking of dancing? Well, God 

is a dancing God. If you don't believe me, then look 

at the creation. Fish dance above and below the 

water; birds dance in the air and on the ground; 

mammals dance---even elephants and whales; leaves 

dance; clouds dance; the waters roar and foam---a 

kind of primeval dance. All of the creation and all of 

the creatures dance. 

 Throughout the Bible we read of God's 

people dancing. The people of Israel danced 

regularly in joyous celebration of what God had done 

for them. When they brought the Ark of the Covenant 

into Bethlehem David danced before the Lord ñwith 

all his mightò (2 Samuel 6:14). I don't think that it's a 

stretch to say that Jesus danced at weddings in his 

day. I mean, if you're going to make great wine, then 

you surely can't have much against dancing. The 

consumption of fine wine has often been known to 

result in some spontaneous, free-spirited rhythmic 

movement. 

 So what has all of this reflection on dancing 

led me to conclude? Dancing is the free and 

uninhibited response of the soul to the goodness of 

God. It is an act of praise, an act of love, an act of 

devotion, a celebration of freedom, and the heart's 

calling to participate in the movement of the universe 

as it reflects the Kingdom of God. Every creature has 

ñthe danceò imprinted within them---if only they will 

set it free.   

As the song reminds us: ñDance, dance, wherever 

you may be. I am the Lord of the dance said He, 

and I'll lead you all wherever you may be. I will 

lead you all in the dance, said He.òThis is a call to 

join Jesus the Christ in celebrating the Father's 

goodness as the Holy Spirit (the best dancer ever!) 

weaves through us with life and hope. 

 So I have a suggestion: dance. Get out there 

and dance! As the days cool and the earth begins the 

dance of autumn watch how the creation moves in 

rhythm with God's grace---and join in. Join in with 

the Lord of the dance---the dance of faith, hope and 

love. And let God lead. If you do, you'll never be out 

of step with His love.
