During Lent we are reminded of the suffering of Jesus and, by extension, the suffering of others. 

Stephen Ministers know that their ministry of listening and giving encouragement is vital to the health 

and well-being of those with whom they meet. Reminders in scripture about being a care giver include:  

Carry each otherôs burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ.  Galatians 6:2. 

 

Stephen Ministry is an intentional program of care giving for three primary groups: 

Chronic Care might be for someone with a long-term problem and might include: 

the disabled; 

the aged; 

those in nursing homes; 

the homebound; 

those experiencing chronic pain; or 

those living with degenerative diseases. 

 

Preventive Care might include those anticipating or preparing for potentially difficult upcoming 

events.  It offers an opportunity to deal with problems before they start and might include: 

a woman expecting her first child; 

an executive approaching retirement; 

a young man getting married in two months; 

a 19-year-old going off to college or the military; or 

a person who recently received a promotion. 

 

Supportive Care is caring for the care-giver.  These might include: 

a man caring for his dying wife; 

a woman considering placing her elderly parent in a long-term care facility; 

a parent of a special needs child; 

a son or daughter supporting a parent through the death and funeral of the other parent; 

or 

a parent supporting an adult child through the pain of a divorce. 

 

Stephen Ministers are ready to provide confidential care, one-on-one, once a week, for the time 

required to help a person remain strong.  Let us help you or someone you may know.  Reminder: before 

speaking on behalf of someone other than yourself, ask that personôs permission before contacting a 

Stephen Minister.

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SOCIAL MINISTRY  

LENTEN BOXES:  Lent is here and with it comes our Lenten offering boxes.  The portion 
Social Ministry can designate will go to HOPE HAVEN, an agency that helps the homeless 
recover from substance abuse and offers job training in several fields.  A class of 13 trainees 
launders approximately 520 lbs. of linens and towels a day for local homeless programs such 
as MEN'S UPTOWN SHELTER and 20 churches that host ROOM IN THE INN.   
  

They have recently received donations of 6 washers and 6 dryers for personal use by the 143 
residents and $5,000 to be used to purchase a 60 lb-capacity washing machine for the 
training program.  Still badly needed is a replacement for the 12 year old 135 lb-capacity 
washing machine which is used daily for the training program, subject to numerous 
costly repairs.  It is this machine, which aids some of the programs St. Mark's supports 
(Uptown Shelter and RITI) that we will be contributing to through our Lenten boxes. 
  

Please remember the drug rehabilitated trainees that are working toward future jobs in the 
laundry business, as well as the agencies for the homeless that they are serving as you fill 
your boxes during the Lenten season.
